
 
 
Established in 1963, John Pennekamp Coral Reef State Park was the first undersea park 
created in the United States. The park, combined with the adjacent Florida Keys National 
Marine Sanctuary, encompasses 178 nautical square miles of coral reefs, seagrass beds and 
mangrove swamps. These areas were established to protect and preserve the only living 
coral reef in the continental United States. Coral Reef State Park now enjoys over a million 
visitors per year from around the world. 
 
SNORKELING TOURS 
The living, shallow-water coral reefs of the Florida Keys National Marine Sanctuary are vibrant with color 
and activity. Our 2 ½ hour snorkeling tours are strictly non-scuba for the comfort of our passengers. 
Adults rates are $29.95, children under 18 are $24.95. Masks and fins can be rented for $2 each, and the 
$5 snorkel is yours to keep. Departures at 9:00, noon, and 3:00.

GLASSBOTTOM BOAT TOURS 
Experience our flagship glassbottom boat, Spirit of Pennekamp. Enjoy a unique glimpse into the serene 
undersea world in style and comfort. At 65 feet in length, this high-speed catamaran is capable of 
transporting up to 130 passengers to the various nautical destinations of the Florida Keys National Marine 
Sanctuary. The itinerary includes a number of shallow reefs teeming with wildlife. Tours are 2 ½ hours 
long. The Spirit Of Pennekamp departs three times daily, at 9:15, 12:15, and 3:00. Tickets are $24 for 
adults and $17 for children under twelve.
